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Current reservoir storage is 413,818 acre-
feet or 58% full. Significantly more than
last year when storage was 114,211 acre-

feet or about 16% full. Snowpack is
currently above average, and total

precipitation is also higher than average.
It is still early, but if mother nature

cooperates with another good storm or
two, cold temperatures coupled with a
rapid spring warm up should ensure a

productive run into the reservoir. Please
continue to pray and be hopeful for a

great water year!
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Staff continues diligently repairing and
upgrading District infrastructure. A few
projects we’re working on this off-season
are new coatings on the jet flow valves
and tunnel #1 hydro turbine wicket gates,
replacing the Kingman pump pipeline,
adding fuel storage, inspections and
various other smaller projects. 
The District is still searching for
matching funds for the project that will
pipe the first section of the Kingman
Lateral within the next few years. The
District has secured Federal funding for
the project and is seeking to secure state
funds to fully fund the project.
The slow march to project construction
under PL-566 is still making modest
strides toward approval. Currently, the
District is working with Farmers
Conservation Alliance on developing the
Watershed Plan and all the meeting and
studies that will need to be conducted
before construction on any of the
projects can begin.
 

We understand how important having reliable
Irrigation Water Delivery is & if an "outage" or
interruption to that water delivery occurs it can be
devastating. 
As much as we wish we can predict & prevent all
outages in our District, we must prepare for the
worst.
So, to help be proactive, we have set up a notification
process so you can be aware as soon as possible if
water delivery has to be interrupted due to major
canal breaks, pumping plant malfunctions, or other
unexpected interruptions.
